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How are points calculated in the WPBF World Rankings?

1. Calculation of points for the WPBF World Rankings
The basic logic of these calculations is simple. Any boxer that does well in his career wins points and lays the
foundations for climbing the WPBF world rankings. However, the number of points that can actually be won in a

bout depends on the following factors:

* Was the bout won or won by Ko, or did it end in a draw?
* How important was the bout (Non-Title Bout to World Title Bout)?
* How strong was the opponent in terms of its ranking position?

2. Examples of calculation

WPBF World Rankings.
